Why should I give food instead of money?  
The ASRC is greatly in need of funds like so many NGOs 
here and overseas.  We strongly  encourage you to give 
money  to causes that evoke your compassion, but giving 
tangible, visible, edible foodstuffs feels different.  You know 
exactly  where your donations are going and how 100% of 
them will be used.

Isn’t everything better now that the Temporary        
Protection Visas (TPVs) have been abolished?  
While the ASRC welcomes this initiative of the Federal 
Government, most asylum seekers remain in a truly     
desperate situation: no work rights, no welfare support, 
years of isolation from spouses and family, etc.  TPV 
holders make up  approximately 10% of Foodbank!s   
customers, and are considered the #lucky one!s! in    
comparison to those on Bridging Visas.

THE AGE - May 19 (Arnold Zable)
With each passing month the agony of        indeÞnite separation from family increased and drove many to the brink of madness. As one asylum seeker put it, the visa reduced him to  "a nothing, a nobody". . . 

The Asylum Seeker Resource Centre in West Melbourne has had 42 out of 43 claims       rejected by the Minister for Immigration  Sen. Chris Evans within Þve weeks. Centre chief executive Kon Karapanagiotidis says that among them are people who have suffered  torture, violence, trafficking and mental      illness.

Many fear for their safety if  returned to their countries of origin. Some have been here       10 years or more, others have Australian    children and Australian spouses, and will  be permanently separated from them if  deported. Some are too damaged to go back to countries where they have no-one to care for them, or will face death and persecution upon return.
